e Policy C4 — Consumption of Liquor on Council
Shire of Murray " 'OPerty by Outside Bodies

1. Policy Intention

To control the consumption of liquor on Council properties by outside bodies using Council
premises.

2. Policy

All users of Council controlled property must make written application to the Shire of Murray
(Shire) if they wish to consume liquor at a function or event on that property detailing date, time,
approximate number of persons, and reason for the function.

Applications to consume alcohol at a function or event on Council property shall be submitted
in the manner and form required, from time to time, and approvals shall be granted in
accordance with Delegation 6.20 and may be subject to conditions.

Where a group or body wishes to sell or supply alcohol from a Shire property a liquor licence is
to be obtained from the relevant authority.
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
